It is the intent of the Lisbon School Committeetthjppropriate instruction be offered to all
students in a progressive and sequential way. Tdrereghe grade placement of each student
will be made on an individual basis, understandirag the level of instruction at each grade
is not a single level of instruction but rathereaiess of levels intended to meet the various
needs of students assigned to that grade level.

As far as possible, retention will be decided tigloaonferences involving the Principal,
teachers, and parents. The guidance counselopaviicipate as appropriate. Parents will be
notified as early as possible that retention is@eonsidered, and except in very unusual
circumstances no later than March 15. The Prinapall be responsible for making the
final decision as to retention and assignment.Raugissatisfied with this decision may
appeal to the Superintendent. If parents aredsiflatisfied with the decision, they may
appeal to the Lisbon School Committee, whose dactisill be final.

Academic potential;
Attendance;

Maturity;

Physical size;

Age in relation to grade placement;
Student attitude;
